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Pupil Interviews Autumn Term- 12th October 2021- Summary

Strengths
· The children enjoy reflection time at the end of the day. They feel it is calming and it closes what they had been doing at the start of the day. It allows time to reflect over the day and have good discussions.
· The children can talk about what they have been learning and are passionate about it.
· The children enjoy the Bible stories and the songs.
· The children really enjoy being all together in the hall during collective worship and have a strong feeling of community/family.
· Connection with the local Church- they enjoy and appreciate Rev. Larkin visits. “He is the nicest man in the world”.
· The children believe the behaviour in school is good. They understand that showing the school values are appreciated and rewarded with class Dojos. They like that the parents can see these rewards.
· Children feel that prayer is important as they can talk to God and show appreciation and thanks, as well as ask for support. They believe it is important to pray at home, not only at school. 
· Children understand and respect different beliefs and religions and support the idea of inviting others to pray.
· Children believe that the stories in collective worship and personal reflection time help them to manage their well-being. They understand how they can use these lessons to help them maintain a healthy mind and body.

Areas for development
· KS1 children enjoy the older children (collective worship committee) leading the collective worships, but to provide more opportunities for younger children in the school to participate in drama activities related to collective worship.
· Continue to develop the end of day reflections, to explore new creative ways to reflect
· To provide for children to reflect collaboratively across age groups. 
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
