Pupil Interviews Autumn Term- 12th October 2021

What have you been learning in RE this half term?
· We have been learning about Jesus and why he inspires people.
· Christianity mainly, but we have also had lessons on festivals such as Rosh Hashanah which was Judaism.
· We have been looking at Jesus and all the things he did to inspire Christians. 
What impact has your daily reflection time had on you?
· The end of every day closes what we did at the start of the day. 
· Its also time to have a think about us too, and our day, our choices and our work. 
· For Black History month it’s given us the opportunity to be able to explore things we speak about in assemblies/collective worship in more detail and in different ways.
· Sometimes we do dramas or drawings – they’re our favourites.
· The discussions we have in class are having a big impact, everyone can have chance to contribute and talk, which in assembly we don’t have time for everyone to talk, there’s too many of us!!
· Words are powerful, and so are feelings – so our discussions about our thoughts and feelings in collective worship create great opportunities for a deeper understanding. 
What do you enjoy about collective worship?
· I love the bible stories – and trying to work out the meaning behind them – we do; Lazarus raised from the dead, Water into wine in Cana, Jonah and the Whale, The Paralysed man and The Prodigal son. 
· Hymns – I love ‘seek ye first’, I love ‘Lord of the dance’, ‘Make me a channel of your peace’, ‘Shine Jesus Shine’.
· I love that we are back in the hall together – everyone is there. 
· I love that we say ‘Go in peace to love and serve the lord, in the name of christ, Amen’ – our collective worship is a ginormous prayer because we say Amen at the end and that’s the end of the prayer and the end of collective worship.

What do you think about behaviour at school?
· Our behaviour is good, but we need to go to the toilet lots in lesson time which isn’t good, they keep going and they are just not working 
· Mrs Baker has had to stop collective worship and say ‘I’m sorry but there are children not listening in our assembly’. 
· Compared to other schools, our behaviour is over average – average is half the children, ours is only a twelfth - we are really good children, that’s because of our values, so we make the right choices. 


Do you think prayer is important at school?
· YES!! It’s so important because it’s us talking to God. 
· In our school, we are good, we invite people to pray with us rather than just tell them to pray. 
· We pray lots for good things and for forgiveness of our bad choices. 

What faiths have you learned about at school?
· Christianity, Buddhism, Sikhism, Judaism and Islam.

How do you stay well and look after your body and mind?
· Exercising 
· Learning – remember the story we did about the seeds of knowledge and the parable that Jesus told about the parable of the Sower.
